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Personal belongings policy

1. Students are responsible for their own personal belongings and should carry such with them or else lock them in their lockers. 
2. It is the responsibility of the student to collect all personal belongings from the building before departing after classes. The students are urged to check the classes, the corridor, the lobby, and the restroom for personal belongings each time you leave the School.
3. Valuable items should not be brought to school. 

4. Students should keep lunch and transportation money with them and not in book bags, books, desks, or lockers. 
5. Elementary school students are not allowed to bring at school the personal belonging other that they need for their academics unless the teacher request them. Students’ toys, games, dolls, jewelry, etc., stay home unless the teacher request them. 

6. Everything that does come into school (homework, books, clothing, resting blankets, etc.) must be clearly labeled or at least clearly identifiable. For elementary school students, everything that does come into school (homework, books, clothing, resting blankets, etc.) must be clearly labeled.
7. We have a Lost & Found closet at the Front Office. Parents can check it whenever something is missing. Any lost personal article or book, which are found, are to be returned to the office where they will be placed in the lost and found closet. We will keep all lost items for a period determined by the school administrator. The item will be discarded after this period.
8. If a student breaks the policy and brings his/her personal belongings to school, it is on his/her own risk. Loss of money, valuables, and property of any kind is always grievous to the owner and in most cases the items are irretrievable. We caution students not to be careless with their property, giving specific emphasis to the danger of leaving valuables and money un-safeguarded.
9. Under no circumstances will AMS and its staff be held liable for misplaced or stolen personal property. AMS and its staff are not responsible for any and all students’ personal belongings. AMS will not assume responsibility or liability for stolen, lost, or damaged personal property brought to school ground. 
10. No electronic devices including games are allowed at school ground from 7:55 to 3:30. The graphic calculators are only one exception from this rule. If a teacher or other AMS staff member notices an electronic device, he/she confiscate it until 3:30. If this students recedives (with the same or other electronic device), the second time the electronic device is confiscated and is given back only to his/her parents.

11. If any personal belonging brought at school against the present policy becomes a purpose of a fight or an argument in school, this object is confiscated and is given back only to parents.
12. Please note that it is not the responsibility of the school to ensure the safety of the confiscated objects, neither. AMS will not assume responsibility or liability for stolen, lost, or damaged personal property brought to school ground. The school cannot be responsible for stolen personal belongings, if they were not secured in the office.
13. We know accidents happen, but if your student intentionally breaks our equipment, he/you will pay for the damage. 
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
